Bobet’s outstanding Vinyes Velles, made from \
pure Carifiena grapes, has been rated 96 by ‘
Wine Advocate, who described it as a "long- 2018
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distance runner" with "notes of wild berries and

flowers, graphite and smoke and spices after
aging in 225-liter French barriques for 18

months".

For many Catalans, the name Juvé & Camps is
synonymous with high-quality sparkling Cava,
and this Reserva de la Familia is no exception.
The world's bestselling Gran Reserva Cava Brut
Nature and Juvé & Camps’ flagship, it is the
embodiment of the family's commitment to
quality. Made from certified organic Xarel-lo,
Macabeu, and Parellada grapes, hand-picked
and sorted from the estate vineyards, this is an
attractive and bright Cava, with tiny, plentiful
bubbles, and notes of ripe white fruits followed
